Visit to David Li Kwok Po College

Enhancing both teaching and learning quality is always one of the missions of the English
Department. Coupled with the establishment of Teaching and Learning (T&L) Research Team
this year, we are doing our utmost to uplift the professional development of our English
teachers by conducting regular collaborative lesson planning and peer lesson observation.

What’s more, we believe that teachers should not miss any opportunity to learn from each other.
In January this year, we paid a visit to David Li Kwok Po College, a DSS school in
Yau Ma Tei of which the English Department is well-known for being able to maintain a
very high standard of teaching and learning quality. During the visit, class visits as well
as professional sharing between the English staff of the two schools were conducted.
During the class visits, we had chances to see how their teachers designed
paradigms of teaching and learning strategies to create opportunities for students to
genuinely engage themselves in learning English. The professional sharing that was

held afterwards could provide a platform for us to exchange teaching ideas on students’
needs and difficulties.
Overall, we found the visit inspirational on academic and psychological levels and would greatly appreciate to having this

kind of exchange again in the near future.

Plan, Prepare, Perform! Research Project

After the visit in Lui Cheung Kwong Lutheran
College on 14 March 2014, we all benefited from the
magic of collaborative teaching. With careful lesson
planning between teachers, they had shown their
strengths and provided their students with the best
they had. Indeed, the lesson preparation is also of
utmost importance as learning is a process which
involves a lot of experiences. We did enjoy sitting in
the lessons since everyone was engaged in a wide
variety of class activities. Last but not least, teaching
can be considered as a “performance” and we had
learnt that an effective delivery of the lessons would

help our students to learn the most.

A research project entitled “An Investigation into the
Effectiveness and Perceptions of the Word Wheel and the
Context Method in L2 Vocabulary Acquisition” was conducted in
1C and 1D classes from April to May 2014. The researcher Juny
Chan is a lecturer at Lingnan University and a postgraduate
student in the Master of Arts in Applied Linguistics at the
University of Hong Kong. She would like to research the
effectiveness of two vocabulary learning strategies on
vocabulary retention as well as the perceptions of students on
these two vocabulary learning strategies.

During the lecture, the researcher introduced these
methods systemically and authentically. Most students found
the methods useful and practical. They helped them to
remember a new word easily and quickly. Some students also
mentioned they would use these two methods to learn new
English words in the future. It was definitely a good start for

Some people believe that growing number of tourists can boost the economy and create
more employment opportunities. Others who are against it worry that it will cause nuisances
to local residents.

Dear Editor

Some people say that more tourists coming to Hong Kong is a good thing because it can boost the Hong Kong economy
and provide more employment opportunities. People who work in the tourism industry would agree with this. However,
have you ever thought that this has adverse effects too? Can you imagine it will cause a nuisance to local people instead of
helping Hong Kong’s economy? | would like to explain three reasons why | say that the arrival of more tourists cannot help

stimulate Hong Kong economy’s as a whole.

First, tourists are not big spenders now. Twenty years ago, tourists from Japan, North America or Europe spent lots of
money buying a lot of expensive and luxurious products such as top-notch jewelry and watches. And they stayed in Hong
Kong for many nights in first-class hotels. ~ They contributed quite a lot to the Hong Kong economy. However these days,
many visitors, especially people coming from Mainland China just spend on daily consumable goods such as shampoo,
medicine and cosmetics, etc and they usually do not stay overnight in Hong Kong hotels. Because of that, | doubt how they

can boost our economy.

Second, many of those tourists coming from China are not ‘real spenders’ that can help boost Hong Kong economy.
Some news reported some Mainland tourists made use of their multiple-entry permit to enter Hong Kong several times a day
to do their ‘business’. They buy and then re-sell milk powder to earn quick money. This group of people is labeled as
‘parallel traders’, so they are not real travelers. The ‘parallel traders’ are fattening their own purses only, not in any way
creating any financial benefits to the Hong Kong economy.

Finally, some workers lose jobs instead of finding jobs because of more tourists. A huge amount of profit that is
generated goes to the landlords, not to the hands of ordinary workers. Even worse, some shops are forced to close because
they cannot pay high rent to sustain their business. Some people are actually being kicked out of their jobs owing to the
emergence of tourist-oriented shops like cosmetics parlors, jewelry shops and dispensaries, etc. Thus, there is no direct link
between more tourists and more job vacancies.

In a nutshell, | personally think that the growing number of tourists does not boost Hong Kong economy and create more
jobs for people. It only causes nuisances to many Hongkongers. Worse still, it decreases the quality of our lives because we
have nowhere to relax and enjoy ourselves  Our desire to spend has decreased
drastically because of so many people everywhere. | reckon that the government
should take the sentiments of Hong Kong people into serious consideration before
encouraging more tourists, especially Mainlanders to come to Hong Kong.

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Partnership with neighbouring school
to extend the resources network !

This year, our school partnered with a neighboring school— “Heung Yee Kuk Yuen Long District ’r '
Secondary School” to organize a joint-pre-DSE oral practice so that our students had a chance to

exercise their oral skills freely with students from other schools.
On 28 April, 2014, nine students from our school and six students from Heung Yee Kuk participated in this joint-practice
activity. Students were divided into groups of three or four with a mixture of students from both schools. In the 3-hour practice,
three teachers from two schools helped to assess students’ performance, gave comments and feedback to them. At the end of the
practice, students from two rooms gathered together and had a chance to express their opinions on how they felt about their own
performance and what they had learnt from this joint-practice. Teachers also reminded students
how they could improve in the DSE oral exam under pressure and what gestures or mistakes they
should avoid making.
Our students had positive comments and said that this kind of practice would help them
develop their confidence when they faced stranger candidates. They commented that it was a
good platform for them for this kind of practice and more joint-practice should be held to equip

next year’s F. 5 or F. 6 students.
And our department endeavours to seek different resources from the community or our organizing body to help our students
broaden their horizons and tap their own potential.
